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As a prior condition to apply for a diploma, candidates are required to satisfy all the requirements
for the degree that are specified by the Graduate School of Social and Cultural Sciences of

Kumamoto University. Candidates are required to conduct their scientific researches in
accordance with ethical standards.
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Evaluation Criteria for MA Theses

The master’s thesis or the product of the specific project study has to be written by the candidate
himself/herself based upon his/her own research. It is evaluated comprehensively by the following
criteria: 1. clarity of the awareness of the problems, 2. persuasiveness of demonstration process, 3.
originality of the research results, 4. appropriateness of the expression and citation, etc.

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(Evaluation Method and Items)

After the confirmation that the thesis is written in accordance with the thesis guidelines, the
thesis review committee shall conduct a final examination by means of oral defense (public
presentation), based on the above guidelines.
